Section 2: Investigate, Explore, Apply components that may occur: (40 minutes daily)

In whole group, the teacher introduces the new concept using visual representations or manipulatives when appropriate.

The teacher provides the class with guided time to work on new concept in groups/pairs, use visual representations or manipulatives, and talk about concept using new terminology. 
10-20[image: MCj02317670000[1]]Apply: “You do” and “Check for Understanding”—
While students practice new skill independently, teacher evaluates if the students understand the concept
