The teacher provides the class with guided time to work on new concept in groups/pairs, use visual representations or manipulatives, and talk about concept using new terminology. *Includes “Hands On,” “Let’s Explore” Activities and a mini “Check for understanding”
5 [image: MCj02317670000[1]]Let’s Practice: “Check for Understanding”—While students practice new skill independently, teacher evaluates if the class is ready for “You do” or  more “We Do” is necessary.  *Use student edition for this portion.

The teacher monitors and supports individual students while students work independently. Teacher provides continuous feedback during this time.  The workbook pages are recommended for “You Do” time.  *If pulling a small group, the teacher provides guided practice on the workbook pages with the group. Math centers are not required during small group. Math games can be “May Do” activities once the workbook pages are completed.

A short, independent formative assessment of the objective (3-5 problems) is given so the teacher can measure effectiveness of first time instruction and adjust for instruction the following day. Teachers may use problems from the student edition for this. *”Math Journal” is a great end of the lesson assessment.  *Teachers do not support the students at this time.
